ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS AND PROCEDURES
Before acceptance and enrollment to OSU Okmulgee, prospective students MUST submit the following to Northern Oklahoma College, Office of Admissions and Records:

· COPY OF ACT SCORES FOR ALL FIRST TIME STUDENTS.  The minimum score for entrance into college-level courses is an ACT sub-score of 19 in the areas of English, math, science, and reading.  Students scoring less than 19 in any of these areas are required to take a secondary test or tests for academic placement into college-level or pre-college development courses.  (Adult students 21 years of age or on active military duty are exempt from ACT requirement but placement is required in the areas of English, math, science, and reading.  Appointments for placement tests are required.  Please contact the Counseling Office..

· OFFICIAL COPY OF HIGH SCHOOL TRANSCRIPT.  (Exempt if student has completed hours at a 4-year college or university or applicant is 21 years of age or older.)

· OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPT OF ALL COLLEGES ATTENDED.  If attending another college concurrently with Northern, an up-to-date transcript is required each semester.
